Sex stereotyping can limit the development of the natural talents and abilities 

of boys and girls, women and men, as well as their educational experiences and life opportunities. 
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Acknowledging the scale of influence of mass media on the modern societies it is of high impotence 

to avoid a use gender-neutral language in media. Particular gender stereotypes can have a

Based on the statistical 

data in 2010 in the European Union women earned on average 16% less than man for the same job. 

 Alarmingly, women, comprising nearly half of workforce, play a nominal role in economic decision-

making. In EU there is only10% of women appointed as board members and 3% president of the 

largest publicly listed companies.

How could the EU authorities react in order to decrease the rate of unemployed figures in the 
Member States?  

 
OVERVIEW  
 
According to Global Employment Trends for Youth 2012, youth unemployment has become one of the 

leading problems in today's Europe. One in five in the EU cannot find a job, that is nearly five million 

youngsters. In some countries the rate of youth unemployment exceeds 40 percent.  Apart from this, 

the EU unemployment and Social Situation Quarterly Review states that unemployment in 2011 trended 

down with positive development only noticeable in part-time work.  Unemployment rose further in 

January 2013 to 26,2 million in the EU, accounting for 10.8% of the active population, one in four 

economically active young people. 

 

There are several reasons of youth unemployment. Besides the economical crisis and influenc on the 

labor market, one might mention education and training systems, labor market and employment 

policies and the stratification and distribution of opportunities in society. As things stand at the 

moment, the escalating youth unemployment rates in many European countries can be attributed 

predominantly to both the global financial and economic crisis of 2007ς2010 and its influence on 

European economy. 
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Youth unemployment is increasing dramatically. The highest rate was seen in Spain at 26.6% followed by 

Greece at 26%, in Italy youth unemployment rates are triple the average (recorded for September 

2012). According to the Statistics office of the European Union (Eurostat), the unemployment rate 

increased in the 18 EU member states, fell in seven and remained stable in both Denmark and Hungary. 

The latest figures from Eurostat, the statistical office of the European Union, also show the EU27 

unemployment rate stood at 10.7% in November, stable compared with the previous month. That is 

why, young people are often forced to take poorly paid and sporadic jobs. There is anther official 

statistics from  Annual Growth Survey (AGS), according to this survey: Youth unemployment rate for 

those aged 15-24 varied from 7.6% (the Netherlands) to 46.4% (Spain) in 2011. Monthly figures 

(seasonally adjusted) in 2012 show a worsened situation, with rates ranging from 8% (Germany) to 57% 

(Greece) in September and July respectively.  

 

Gains in employment rates for young people have been wiped out by the economic crisis. According to 

the ILO's Global Employment Trends for Youth 2012, it may take 4-5 years before jobs rebound. In the 

meantime, many unemployed young people will completely give up looking for work. As young people 

continue to be disproportionately affected by the employment crisis, the International Labor 

Organization (ILO) has expressed readiness to join forces with the European Commission to support EU 

member states in implementing youth guarantees. 

 

In order to avoid violent unrest, the ILO suggests that battered countries in the euro zone change recent 

course. Austerity measures, of which the ILO has been outwardly critical since the outset, should be 

replaced by a concentrated attempt to improve the job market. "Jobs must be as much a target as 

budget discipline or other economic goals," says Malo. Specifically, the ILO will cooperate with the 

European Commission in tackling the employment crisis facing young people, including through youth 

guarantee schemes. 

 

In the 2013 AGS, the Commission stressed that Member States should secure school-to-work transitions 

for young people and develop and implement Youth Guarantee schemes whereby every young person 

under 25 receives an offer of employment, continued education, an apprenticeship or a traineeship 

within four months of becoming unemployed or leaving formal education. Such schemes can be 

cofinanced by the European Social Fund. 

 

In spite of the above-mendioned analyses and recommendations, youth unemployment still remains the 

9¦Ωǎ ōƛƎƎŜǎǘ employment-related headache, and shows no signs of abating. Urgent action is required to 

avoid the creation of a lost generation of young people who have been denied access to work. European 

politicians understand the situation is urgent, the situation is dramatic and action has to start now. So 

there is no time to lose even if the results take time to come through.

Every year more and more people migrate to the member states of the European Union, which 

means that the share of migrant students in educational institutions is rapidly growing.

children,mostly from Third World and Muslim countries, still suffer from numerous disadvantages 

caused by segregation at schools, unequal access to education and different kinds of prejudices. 

Since 2000 many surveys have been conducted in order to define fundamental problems and find 

ways to effectively deal with them. It appears that the majority of students with migration 

background find it difficult to integrate into the school society, which is, undoubtedly, a 

consequence of segregation at schools, caused by differences in culture, socio-economical status, 

etc.  

It has also become clear that children with such background have a lower level of educational 

attainment compared to that of their peers. The PRLS survey on literacy showed that by the end of 

primary schoolmigrant pupils score less than their non-migrant peers. Meanwhile, the level of early 

school-leaving is much higher among migrant students. This may lead to a lack of appropriate 

education and working skills, which often results in difficulties with inclusion into labour market.  

It is also vital that we draw our attention to the fact that the performance of migrant pupils of the 

same origin varies between European countries. This directly indicates that common European 

policies and educational approaches do matter.  In addition, shared nature of the challenge makes it 

evident that strategies need to be defined and implemented on regional level.

representing migrant minority groups, vice versa, raises their motivation. 

In November 2010, in Vienna,there were identified six challenges history educators faced when 

teaching migration in European classrooms. This was, in turn,followed by six relevant 

recommendations. The gist of this idea was to introduce migration case as an intrinsic part of the 

history of Europe in an attempt to lessen the probability of refusal of native pupils to integrate with 

their immigrant peers.Another way of tackling this problem was to adopt the Directive 

77/486/CEE. However, instead of covering all aspects of the problem, it deals only with children, 

who are the EU citizens. 

The European Commission has been working closely with international organisations, which 

address education and migration as part of their work (OECD, the Council of Europe). Furthermore, 

the 2007 European Year on Equal opportunities for all and the 2008 European Year on Intercultural 

Dialogue provide a framework for promoting a European debate on inclusion and Migrant youth. 

Unfortunately, despite various attempts to deal with the issue of integration of migrant youth into 

society, it is evident that this problem has not yet been fully eradicated. Sincethe European society 

is based on educational values and coexistence, it is vital to ensure equal opportunities for all 

andpromote intercultural education in order to foster any problems related to youth with 

migration background. 

In conclusion, bearing in mind all the previous attempts to achieve the desired equity in such an 

important field as education, what can the EU do to ensure equal educational environment for 

representatives of any social group throughout Europe?

According to UNICEF Children poverty statistics, Georgia has one of the highest child poverty rates in 

the region.  

What can be the policy of Georgian government and private sector to decrease the child poverty in 

the country to be in accordance with EU standards?  

 

All the population of Georgia was alarmed by the death of baby boy Gogita Abashidze in March 23th, 

2013that was a result of several hunger related diseases. After this fact, the issue of children poverty in 

the country has become a point of high attention in the society. The death of baby was considered as a 

fail of existing social protection policy of the government as due to some technical reasons the family of 

passed away boy was not classified as a socially disadvantaged household by social workers while family 

lives in intolerable poverty. 

 Child poverty decreased in Georgia over the two years from 2009 to 2011. Despite these positive gains, 

however, children in Georgia are still more likely to be in poverty as compared to other groups of 

society. Poverty rates rise significantly in those households with more children.  

UNICEF Poverty statistics in Georgia shows that 77 000 children, 9.6% of children under the age 16, lives 

in unbearable poverty. 205 000 children belong to poverty category that considers that the daily

poor and the percentage of the children living in extreme poverty is 11.3%.  

The problem of child poverty itself is very complex issue deriving from the common economical situation 

in the country. The unemployment rate remains high in Georgia. Therefore,   Georgian children are more 

likely to live in poverty if they are born into households where no household member has a job, where 
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parents have lower levels of education, where there are three or more children, where the family does 

not own any land in village, and where housing conditions are very poor. As a result, poor families 

struggle to feed children sufficiently. They cannot afford to buy school books or medicine. They may 

consider putting their children to work at an early age to help the family survive or in an extreme case 

make them beggar in the street.  

National studies have shown that family separation and the subsequent institutionalization or 

placement of children in foster care or small group homes is mainly driven by poverty. The government 

of Georgia has shown a strong commitment towards closing down large institutions (orphanages) and

interest, placing them in foster care and small group homes. It definitely had the positive impact on

family breakdown and so social benefits for households with children should be expanded. 

It is obvious that children are not adequately represented in existing social protection schemes. There 

are no child specific social assistance (financial) benefits in the country aside from the reintegration 

package for children living in institutional care. The two main tools that are used to mitigate poverty 

risks are pensions and Targeted Social Assistance (TSA). However it benefits the poorest households 

with children, it still does not have the direct impact on alleviating children poverty in the country. Yet, 

additional investments are required to protect the most vulnerable children in the country. Georgian 

government social protection policy must take children into account. This is both an investment in the 

future of Georgia as well as an investment in the prevention of family breakdown and unnecessary 

family separation.

Despite the fact that Georgia has some of the most progressive legislation in its region and 

freedom of media is protected by the constitution, it is facing decrement of the level of 

freedom of media, according to World Press Freedom Index.   

What recommendations should be given by the EU in order to promote freedom of media 

and increment of its capacity? What role should the youth play in this process?  

 

Freedom of expression is one of the most basic human rights and is a necessary condition for the 

development of a stable democracy. This is why free media is often called as backbone of a 

democracy. It is a truism that the media play an indispensable role in the proper functioning of a 

democracy. Discussion of the media's functions usually focuses on their "watchdog" role: by 

unfettered scrutiny and discussion of the successes and failures of governments, the media can 

inform the public of how effectively its representatives have performed and help to hold them to 

account. 

Georgia likes to present itself as a fledgling democracy and a free and open society and vindicating 

this image is crucially important for the country because of its desire to become the member of the 

European Union but this image has been marred by persistent stories of   state interference in the 

media, with many journalists saying they are being bullied by the authorities. 

 

 According to 2012 rankings of World Press Freedom Index Georgia is taking 104th place among the 

179 countries listed. The ranking also shows that the country is facing regress as it was on 100th

The level of violence and harassment aimed at journalists 

was lower in 2011 than in previous years, though reporters did face physical violence during the 

dispersal of street protests in May. Georgia is paying the price for the violent dispersal of an 

opposition demonstration in May and the persistent harassment of journalists and bloggers

 Freedom House report of 2012 on freedom of press of Georgia says that Georgia has the freest and 

most diverse media landscape in the region. Media are politically polarized, however, and neutral 

and objective news is only available from a few sources. A large number of private print outlets 

operate in the country and typically enjoy editorial independence, but have very limited circulation. 

 Less than two months before the parliamentary election, most Georgians relied on three national 

channels for their news, and all three were strongly supportive of the government of President 

Mikheil Saakashvili, daily offering him huge slots of their news programs for his live upbeat 

campaign events. But since the President had announced October 1 as Election Day, a new

In autumn 2012, Georgia underwent a development that is already being described as historical. 

Following an emotional and at times hostile election contest, the Georgian parliamentary elections 

on 1 October led to a change of government, which the country is hailing as proof of its democratic 

maturity. The new government was called to respect the existing democratic institutions in the 

country, and retain progress reached in this direction. The issue was addressed by the President of

The lack of transparency in media ownership and property rights, especially for television stations, 

was partially resolved in April 2011 with the adoption of the Law on Broadcasting amendments, 

which require the full disclosure of ownership structure, including all owners and financial 

sources.The Coalition for Media Advocacy, established by local journalism and human rights 

organizations, had been actively involved in negotiating the amendments. They also include a ban 

on the ownership of broadcast media by offshore companies, forcing several television stations, 

including Rustavi-2 and Imedi TV, to alter their ownership structures. However, concerns regarding 

freedom of media remain unresolved.
